
Request for Bids 
Restripe Pavement Markings 

New Castle Henry County Airport / Marlatt Field (UWL) 
New Castle, IN 

 
UWL is a public use airport located 4 nautical miles southeast of New Castle, IN.  It is owned 
and operated by the City of New Castle Board of Aviation Commissioners (BoAC).  UWL has 
one runway, Runway 10-28 that is 4,201 feet long and 75 feet wide.  The airport’s address is 
2912 E. County Road 400 S New Castle, IN 47362. 
 
The BoAC is seeking written bids for the following: 
 
Phase 1: restriping pavement marking on Runway 10-28 
 
Phase 2: restriping pavement on airport apron, which includes parking “T”s and lead-on lines 
from Taxiway A2 
 
Phase 3: restriping Taxiway A pavement and Taxiway A1 through A4 connectors 
 
Phase 4: installation of aircraft tie-down anchors on the parking “T”s included in Phase 2 
 
The written quotes should include a cost for each Phase.  The BoAC reserves the right to 
complete all the Phases, any combination of the Phases or none of the phases at its sole 
discretion.
